3. Data description 
• Export refunds (agricultural export subsidies) for agricultural products, including 

corrective and differential amounts, which were granted in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 1 paragraph 2 (1) to (3) of the Act on the Implementation of 
Common Market Organisations and Direct Payments (MOG) for the export of goods 
subject to market regulations were gradually reduced to zero. 
 
The data for the indicator are provided by the Central Customs Authority, which 
reports annually on the amount of export refunds. 
 
Article 196 (3) of Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 of the European Parliament and of the 
Council set the export refund for all agricultural products at zero euros from 1 January 
2014 as a first step. 
 
With effect from 7 December 2021, they were abolished de jure: The instrument was 
finally abolished by the deletion of Part III, Chapter VI (Articles 196 - 204) of 
Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 by Regulation (EU) 2021/2117. In doing so, the EU 
implemented the requirements of the World Trade Organisation (WTO) decision at the 
10th Ministerial Conference in Nairobi on 19 December 2015, which called for the 
general abolition of all export subsidies in agriculture. 
 
No export refunds were paid out in the 2019 calendar year. The instrument has been 
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completely abandoned, meaning that no further payments are to be expected in this 
area in future.
